For the use of bicycles in general and pedelecs in particular special regulations apply in many countries. Please
refer to the applicable traffic regulations gbur country or region, &. in bicycle associations or the Ministry of
Transport. Inform yorself constantly about changed contents of the valid regulations.

1 Always explain to your child new contents of the current regulations.

1 Only let your child drive alone publicroad traffic, if it is permitted by the legal regulations and if you are
convinced that your child can participate in the traffic.

1 Explain to your child which lane it is allowed to use WBENEBIKE. In many countries this is the
sidewalk for young children.

All BerE-Bikes of the model year 2020 have mounts for a luggage rack on the rear dropouts and on the seat stays

cadence. The larger the sprocket on the rear wheel, the smaller the gear you choose and your child will pedal at
higher cadence. Explain to your child thatastents he / she needs to shift to a larger spket to be able to

pedal more easily and choose a smaller sprocket irptage or on descents
